MUSIC SCHOLARSHIP REQUIREMENTS

Students must have a major or a minor in music OR be enrolled in some type
of music class such as choir or other ensemble, private lessons, music history
class, etc. during the 1% semester of college.

Student must have a 3.25 grade point average or above.

Student must complete a scholarship application and submit it to the
Scholarship Committee of “Voices for Choir’ Booster Club, along with the
following:

A. A typed essay (one page) about yourself including pertinent information
such as:
e Choice of college or university
Goals and aspirations
Plans for music in your life
List of creative skills and talents
Why you feel you deserve this scholarship
Any other information which might help the scholarship
committee with the selection process

B. A current high school transcript

C. Two written teacher references

D. One written personal reference (The person writing the reference must
be over 21 years of age and not a member of the student’s family)

4. Upon registering for fall classes, scholarship recipient must submit a copy of
registration showing music class in the class schedule.

5. Student must also provide college student account information to “Voices of
Choir’ Booster Club for payment of the scholarship to their account provided
all requirements are met.
